2. Learn about the world by reading

4. Discuss reading using evidence
¢ Find evidence to support their e Talk about text

e Become scholars e Read aloud or read the same as your child
e Discuss what the author is “up to” and discuss it with evidence
e Engage in rich and rigorous evidence
based conversations about the text
5. Writing from sources

6. Academic Vocabulary
e Learn the words that they can use in ¢ Read often and constantly with babies,

Standards: Shifts in Instruction-Math

Students must...

| Parents can...

1. Focus-learn more about less

e Spend more time on fewer concepts; go
deeper

Know what the standards are for your child
for his/her grade level
Monitor progress

2. Coherence-skills across grades
e Keep building on learning year after year; e Know your child’s progress and struggles
make connections e Help to support “gap” skills
3. Fluency-speed and accuracy
e Spend time practicing problems on the e Help your child to know/memorize basic
same concept math facts
e Know all of the fluencies your child should
have and prioritize learning of the ones
they don'’t
4. Deep Understanding-know it/do it!
e Understand why the math works ¢ Notice whether you child really knows why
e Talk about why the math works the answer is what it is
e Prove they know why and how the math e Dedicate time for your child to learn math
works e Practice math with your child
e Learn more than the trick or short cut to e Use precision
get the answer right
5. Applications-real world
e Apply math in real world situations/not e Ask your child to DO the math that comes
prompted up in your daily life
¢ Know which operations/strategies to use
for which situations
6. Dual intensity-think fast/solve problems
e Be able to use math facts/strategies fast e Make sure your child is practicing the math
and be able to apply math in the real world facts/strategies he/she struggles with
(practicing and understanding) e Make sure your child is thinking about math
in real life
